1. Kogelberg Nature Reserve

Where the soul goes to breathe.

A UNESCO World Heritage Site and the heart of the Cape Floral Kingdom, the Kogelberg
Reserve is home to over 1,880 plant species, of which 150 found nowhere else. Hike among
wild fynbos, wade through pristine rivers, and take in panoramic views.

2. Walk with Wild Horses at Rooisand Lagoon

Silent mornings. Mist rising. A rare and sacred encounter.

This small, free-roaming herd- the ONLY wild one in South Africa - has adapted to the wetlands
of the Bot River estuary. Early mornings are your best chance to see them grazing peacefully.
